A successfully completed written part of the PhD
dissertation is followed by the oral defence, which is
presented in front of a commission. Hereby a student
demonstrates knowledge of the problem he / she has
dealt with in PhD dissertation. This is also an
opportunity for potential dilemmas and unclear
findings to be solved. Each among commission
members poses up to three questions exploring a
broader aspect of the dissertation topic.

By PhD
dissertation the student proves his / her professional,
philosophical qualifications.

PhD dissertation has to be an independent and an
original contribution to the field of philosophy. Details
on application procedures and PhD dissertation
theme confirmation, selection of a mentor,
procedures for writing and grading PhD dissertation
and procedures for defence of all sorts of PhD study
programs at the University of Maribor are prescribed
by Regulations of procedures of PhD dissertation
application and defence at the University of Maribor
(137. article Statute of the University of Maribor,
Uradni list RS §t. 32/2008 z dne 31.03.2008).

Sodobno etiko si je tezko zamisliti brez metafizike. Tudi najbolj
preproste moralne sodbe oblikujemo s pomogjo cele vrste
metafiziénih pojmov, ki ostanejo brez metafizikove pomogi
slabo razumljeni, sodbe pa zato slabo utemeljene. Predmet
Student(k)e zato seznanja z metafizicnimi vprasanji in
dilemami, ki silijo iz 0zadja moralnih sodb, nacel in teorij, vse z
namenom, da jih prepri¢a, da je metafizika za moralno
raziskovanje nepogresljiva.

Ethics is difficult to imagine without the assistance of
metaphysics. Even the simplest moral judgments are informed
by particular, often half-understood metaphysical conceptions
and principles. These need to be uncovered, cleared and
defended before moral judgment can claim our allegiance. The
aim of the course is to introduce students into metaphysical
issues and dilemmas that arise from even our most simple moral
judgments, principles and theories, and convince them of the
utmost relevance of metaphysics to moral inquiry.
