The student also gains knowledge
about the role of language in society and culture.
With the course the student acquires sufficient
knowledge for successful continuation in individual
linguistic courses in the following years of study.

The course familiarises the English language student
with the basic differences between concept of
language and its practical use, and the concept of
linguistics which is the field of study dealing with
language, elements constituting it and the
mechanisms controlling, changing, guiding and
developing them. The course prepares the student
for the study of individual topics in English linguistics
introduced in later years of study. Students become
aware of the connectedness between them and the
language system as a whole. Associations and
connections between individual fields of language
help understand the whole system. Without a well-
through-out introduction to the study of English
language this would be extremely difficult to
achieve.
