Predmet je namenjen spoznavanju Studentov z
napredno raziskovalno metodologijo, s katero se
soocajo druzboslovci, zlasti na podrocju sociologije.
Obravnavana bodo kljuéna metodoloska in
analiti¢na vprasanja socioloSkega empiri¢nega
raziskovanja.

Predmet bo vkljuceval poglobitev temeljnih
statisti¢nih pojmov in opisne statistike kot so
populacija in vzorec, vrste spremenljivk in tvorjenje
novih spremenljivk, oblike frekvencne porazdelitve
podatkov, koeficienti, indeksi in utezi, mere
srednjih vrednosti in variabilnosti podatkov,
intervali zaupanja, primerjava povprecij,
preverjanje hipotez ter napake v empiri¢nih
kvantitativnih raziskavah.

Razsirjeno in poglobljeno bo znanje bivariatne
statisti¢ne analize z vidika razumevanja, uporabe in
interpretacije parametricnih izracunov inferencne
statistike: hi-kvadrat preizkus, t-preizkus za odvisne
in neodvisne vzorce, ANOVA, Pearsonova
korelacija, linearna regresijska analiza, ter
neparametri¢nih izracunov: kontingen¢ne tabele in
koeficient kontingence, Mann-Whitneyev U test,
Wilcoxonov test, Kruskal-Wallisov test in
Spearmanova korelacija rangov.

Predstavljene bodo pogosto uporabljene
kompleksnejse multivariatne metode, kot so
metoda glavnih component, faktorska analiza,
multipla regresijska analiza in razvrs$canje v skupine
(hierarhic¢no razvrscanje z dendrogramom). Vsaka
metoda bo razloZena z vidika moZnosti uporabe v
socioloskem raziskovaniju, ciljev statisticne analize,
izracuna modela in ocenjevanja uspesnosti
dobljenega modela. Predstavljeni bodo pristopi h
grafini predstavitvi rezultatov statisti¢nih analiz
(razli¢ni grafi povezav med spremenljivkami).

Poseben poudarek obravnave bo namenjen
uporabi rac¢unalniskih paketov za multivariatno

This course is designed to expose students to
diverse advanced research methodologies
commonly used by social scientists, particularly in
the field of sociology. Key methodological and
analytical issues of the empirical sociological
research will be discussed in detail.

The course will include an in-depth analysis of the
basic statistical concepts and descriptive statistics
such as research population and sample, type of
variables, composite variables, types of frequency
distribution, coefficients, indexes, and weights,
measures of mean and variability values, confidence
intervals, compare means, testing hypothesis, and
biases in quantitative empirical research.

Extended and in-depth will be knowledge of
bivariate statistics from the aspects understanding,
using, and interpretation of parametric calculation
of inferential statistics such as chi-square, t-test for
dependent and independent samples, ANOVA,
Pearson’s correlation, linear regression analysis, and
non-parametric calculation: crosstabs and
contingency coefficient, Mann-Whitney U test,
Wilcoxon test, Kruskal-Wallis test, and Spearman’s
rang correlation.

Complex and frequently used statistical methods of
multivariate analysis, such as principal component
analysis, factor analysis, multiple regression analysis,
and cluster analysis (hierarchical clustering with
dendrogram) will be introduced. Each analysis will
be explained from the aspects of possible use in the
sociological research, objectives of statistical
analysis, model calculation and model estimation.
Approaches to graphical presentations of findings
based on statistical data analysis (different plots of
relations between variables) will be presented.

Particular emphasis will be dedicated to the use of
software packages for the multivariate data analysis
(SPSS, STATA), interpretation of its findings, and

Students explain key issues related to
statistical methods in social sciences that
include descriptive and bivariate statistical
analysis, parametrical and non-parametrical
hypothesis testing, and dealing with biases
of empirical research.

Students distinguish between different
complex statistical methods of multivariate
analysis which are applied in the field of the
empirical sociological research.

Students independently analysed data with
the advance multivariate statistical methods
in a software tool (e.g. SPSS, STATA).
Students design and interpret graphical
presentations of the findings, obtained with
the advance statistical data analysis.
Students critically evaluate research quality
and ethical aspects in planning, measuring,
and interpreting of the multivariate
research.

The purpose of this course is to critically examine
recent research and conceptual work on
adolescents, adolescent development, with a
particular focus on adolescent problem behaviors
(alcohol use, drug use, deviance and crime etc.) The
course is not an overview course per se as a single
semester would not allow adequate treatment of all
relevant areas of scholarship that has bearing on
adolescents and adolescent development. Thus, the
course will not cover all topics relevant to the study
of adolescence, nor will each chapter of the
assigned Handbook be assigned for reading. The
course is designed to familiarize you with key pieces
of scholarship on adolescent development,
behaviors, and problem behaviors drawing on
different disciplines, including human development
and family studies, psychology, public health,
sociology, and criminology, all of which have greatly
contributed to the distinct field of research on
adolescents over the past few decades. Research in
this area is comparatively recent as evidenced by
the fact that the premier research society on
adolescent development, the Society for Research
on Adolescence (SRA), is only a little over 20 years
old.

The format of this course will be distinctly
“seminar,” in that a portion of the classes will focus
on presentations by students which in turn will be
used to generate informed discussion. Thus, class
participation is exceptionally important, and a large
portion of the class will rely on student preparation,
work, initiative, and follow-through.

Each week, one student(s) will be responsible for
leading the discussion of assigned readings for the
week (see tentative course timeline below). In
addition, “leaders” will be required to make a
presentation (using PowerPoint and handouts) to
the class that covers the assigned readings and that
must also include additional (at least 3), perhaps
more recent, empirical work to complement the
assigned readings. Though our primary text is
recent (2003), the field is not static and additional
scholarship continues to be generated on our
weekly seminar topics. This requirement will also
allow students to develop new or additional
competency in completing library research on
adolescence.
