The course texts covers reading and discussion of
the most decisive texts from the ancient philosophy
to the modern times. During the course a brief
background information on the author will be given,
specifically concentrating on the period in which the
text was written. Also the philosophical significance
of the text in the framework of the author’s
philosophical work will be accentuated. Students
have to pay attention to the following issues:

(1) considering the context:

philosophical writing arises from a concrete
historical setting;

(2) identifying central theses: each philosophical text
is intended to convince us of the truth of particular
propositions;

(3) locating arguments: methods employed to
support philosophical theses can differ widely, but
most of them will be expressed one of the forms of

logical argument.
