Predmet obravnava osnovne ideje psihoanalize, kot
so nezavednost, seksualnost, nagon, fantazija,
transfer, nevroza. Psihoanaliti¢ne ideje so
obravnavane v kontekstu filozofske relevantnosti na
nacin, da je dan poudarek eti¢nim, eksistencialnim,
druzbenim in kulturnim aspektom psihoanaliti¢nih
klasikov, predvsem S. Freuda in C. G. Junga. Ob
psihoanaliti¢nih teorijah so predstavljeni filozofi
(npr. Nietzsche, Heidegger, Zizek) in njihov vpliv na
psihoanalizo. Predmet se dotakne tudi odnosa
psihoanalize do feminizma in kulturne kritike na
podlagi teorije duSevnosti in kulture v perspektivi
freudovske psihoanaliti¢ne ideje.

The course on Philosophy and psychoanalysis tackles
central ideas of psychoanalysis, which include the
unconscious, drive, sexuality, fantasy, transference,
neurosis. These ideas are examined within the
context of a philosophical inquiry, especially when
dealing or illuminating ethical, existential, social and
cultural questions. The course also covers a survey of
different psychoanalytical theories, especially those
of S. Freud and C. G. Jung, as well as philosophers
with affinities or influence on the development of
psychoanalytical concepts, e.g. Nietzsche, Heidegger
or Zizek. The relationship between psychoanalysis
and feminism or cultural critique is also considered
on the basis of philosophical issues of the theory of
mind and culture, developed by Freudian
psychoanalysis.
