Predmet usposablja Studente za samostojno
moralno premisljanje, presojo in reSevanje
nekaterih osrednjih moralnih dilem in
problemov vzgoje in izobrazevanja tako v
institucionalnem kot ne-institucionalnem
okolju. Studente seznanja s temeljnimi
moralnimi pojmi, naceli in teorijami, s
poudarkom na njihovi zmoZznosti, da utemeljijo
specificno pedagoske in edukativne norme,
pravila, vrednote, vrline in ideale.

The aim of the course is to improve the
students' capacity for identifying, reflecting
upon, and solving complex moral problems and
dilemmas in education, both in- and out-side its
usual institutional setting. Students will learn
basic moral concepts, principles and theories
and so become better able to formulate, justify
and apply specificaly pedagogical and
educational normes, rules, values, virtues and
ideals. Special emphasis is put on analyzing
wider social (political, ideological, cultural,
economical,...) determinants which influence
the design and implementation of educational
systems and policies.
