The course is designed
to familiarize you with key pieces of scholarship on
adolescent development, behaviors, and problem
behaviors drawing on different disciplines, including
human development and family studies, psychology,
public health, sociology, and criminology, all of which
have greatly contributed to the distinct field of research on
adolescents over the past few decades.

The format of this course will be distinctly “seminar,” in
that a portion of the classes will focus on presentations by
students which in turn will be used to generate informed
discussion.
