Contemporary epistemology addresses pressing
issues of relevance to both the individual and
society as a whole. The fields of social
epistemology, political epistemology and applied
epistemology in general deal with topics such as:
the perspectivism of knowledge, bias, (dist)trust,
disagreement, testimony, ignorance, conspiracy
theories, fake news, post-truth, the role of experts,
the epistemology of internet, epistemological
injustice. Particular emphasis is placed on scientific
knowledge and its social role. The course also
introduces some basic concepts in the virtue/vice
epistemology and includes advanced techniques of
critical thinking and applied philosophy of science.
In doing so, it links purely theoretical,
epistemological approach with socially and
politically relevant issues.
