Predmet je zasnovan kot kronoloski pregled
razvoja arhitekture, pri ¢emer pa so spomeniki
obravnavani v SirSem kontekstu posameznih
zgodovinskih slogov.

- methodology of research, protection and
preservation of architectural monuments.

In the second part a chronological overview of
architecture follows:

- architecture of antiquity (near East, Egypt,
Greece, Rome)

- old Christian and Byzantine architecture

- medieval architecture (Romanticism,
Gothicism)

- architecture of Renaissance and Mannerism)
- Baroque architecture

- Neoclassicism and Historicism

- Architecture of 20th and 21st century

The subject is designed as chronological
overview of the development of architecture,
where the monuments are handled in a broader
context of individual historic styles.

Monuments on Slovenian territory are properly
included in the overview of key monuments
from individual eras.

The overview of events in history of arts in the
field of fine arts in 20th century. The overview
will be founded on the whole analysis of
historic, political, ideological and spiritual
events in this time and in this light and highlight
the most important phenomena, groups,
individuals and pieces marking its visual
creativity. It will emphasis important years
before first world war, when based on post-
impressionism, especially Cezanne, the most
important —isms (cubism, futurism,
expressionism, etc.) marking all the further
development appear. Then, definition of all
further phenomena as dadaism, surrealism,
return to order, constructivism, abstraction,
post-war abstract expressionism (in the
broadest sense) and figuralics will be continued.
All these styles are more or less complete, and
therefore their analysis will be run by emphasis
on parallel events in science, philosophy,
literature, music, film, photography, video,
theatre, etc. Within European and global
movements special attention will be paid to
events in Slovenian art with special view on its
placement in the broader context, as done in
comparative studies by Brejc and Mikuz. The
overview in the broadest sense will be based on
traditional aprroach of history of arts widened
by the epitemology of human sciences as
developed in structuralism, post-structuralism
and deconstruction, and today counts as
successful methodology of historic
anthropology of image.

Predmet se iz razli¢nih
kulturno zgodovinskih vidikov in pojavov
(narocniki, zbirateljstvo, umetniki, trg, okus,
ikonografski program, medrodbinske
povezave, mreZenje) osredotoca na
najpomembnejse miljeje umetnostne
produkcije med 16. in 18. stoletjem (mesto,
samostan, grad, dvor, skofija, Zupnija).
Poglablja se v vlogo evropskih, zlasti
habsburskih dvorov, plemiskih rodbin,
redovnih povezav, akademij itd. pri
uveljavljanju umetnostnih trendov,
diseminaciji umetnostnih idej in umetnin in
migracijah umetnikov.

The era of early new age (beginning of 1492 or
beginning of 16 century and end of French
revolution 1798) covers artistic styles of
renaissance, mannerism, baroque and rococo.
The course gives an overview of the role of
various cultural historical aspects and
phenomena (patronage, taste, art market,
collecting, inter/intrafamiliar relations,
networking) in art production of the early
modern times. It emphasises these aspects
within different artistic milieus (such as town,
court, monastery, parish, diocese, caste, city
palaces of aristocracy etc). It focuses on the role
of European courts, especially Habsburg courts,
aristocratic families, academies and monastic
connections in introducing new artistic trends,
disseminating of artistic ideas and artworks and
mobility of artists. It introduces the basic
features and cases of early modern patronage
and collecting.

Poglavja bodo izbrana iz zacetkov in vrhov
modernizma in postmodernizma. V njih bomo
z metodologijo zgodovinske antropologije
podobe predstavili kljuéno problematiko
zacetkov in razvoja obeh smeri, ki zaznamujeta
umetnost tega Casa, ki ga Se Zivimo. Celovite
analize bodo najprej obravnavale
»modernizem pred modernizmom, elemente
umetnosti kot so redukcionizem in
minimaliziranje, poudarjanje Ciste ideje na
racun ro¢nega dela, abstrahiranje oblik in barv,
nemimeti¢no nanasanje barv, zanikovanje
klasi¢ne renesancne perspektive in
poploscevanje slikovnega polja ipd., ki so
napovedovali razvoj modernizma.

Chapters will be selected from the beginnings
and peaks of modernism and post-modernism.
There, by methodology of historic anthropology
of image, the key problems of beginnings and
development of both directions marking art of
these times in which we still live, will be
presented. Total analyses will first deal with
»modernism before modernism«, elements of
arts as reductionism and minimalisation,
stressing of the clean idea on the account of
manual work, abstraction of forms and colours,
non-mimetic piling up of colours, denial of
classic rennaissance of perspective and flating
the picture field etc. announcing development
of modernism. Especially, late Cezanne,
Kandinski and expressionism, Picasso and
cubism are handled. Each phenomenon and
creator will be interpreted as beginning of
certain approaches and then development of
these elements till their peak will be followed.
In the same way, we will deal with post-
modernism. Its sources will be shown in
phenomena as there is dadaism, arte povera
and conceptualism and creation by Duchamp,
Beuys and Warhole as starters of the
movement and Lyotard and Jameson as its
theoretical companions will be stressed.
Attention will be paid also to the question of
avantgarde and its versions. Especially, also
names and phenomena in Slovenian arts as
Jakopié¢, Pregelj, Stupica, OHO, etc. Will be
mentioned.
