The course texts covers reading and discussion of the
most decisive texts from the ancient philosophy to the
modern times.

Students have to pay attention to the
following issues: (1) considering the context:
philosophical writing arises from a concrete historical

We will discuss the principles of the political system: how
the media, civil society and political parties are supposed
to interact within a democratic system, then explore
concretely how it works in reality.

We will analyse the following issues: the questionf of the
interrelation between the conception of freedom of press
and democracy; how each player can have influence and
power and what are the consequences; the question of
democratization and whether media are promoter of
democracy (in less democratic countries); or what type of
