Predmet daje sistematicen teoretien in na
izbranih temah iz zgodovine umetnosti oziroma
umetnostne zgodovine prakti¢en vpogled v
raziskovalno delo umetnostnega zgodovinarja pri
pripravi razli¢nih vrst besedil in drugih oblik
prezentacije in interpretacije umetnine. Poseben
poudarek je na metodah zbiranja, analiziranja in
vrednotenja umetnostnozgodovinskih del za
relevanten pregled nad stanjem raziskav o doloceni
problematiki, primerjalna analiza umetnin,
priprava ocene posameznega
umetnostnozgodovinskega besedila. Student
samostojno napise kratko strokovno besedilo, pri
c¢emer je poseben poudarek na ustrezni
terminologiji, strukturi, metodologiji, znanstvenem
aparatu in ustreznih teoretic¢nih izhodisc¢ih. Kaksne
so interpretacijske moznosti umetnosti z vidika
umetnostnozgodovinske stroke pa tudi v povezavi z
drugimi zlasti humanisti¢nimi in druzboslovnimi
vedami (filozofijo, teologijo, psihologijo, literarno
vedo, zgodovino, antropologijo, sociologijo,
ekonomijo).

The subject, proceeding from selected themes from
the history of art, offers a systematically theoretical
and practical insight into the research work of an art
historian in preparing different sorts of texts and
other forms of presentation and interpretation of
art object. Special emphasis is given to the methods
of collecting, analysing and valuating art historical
works for a relevant survey over the state of
research of certain themes; comparative analysis of
works of art and preparation of assessment of
individual art historical texts. The student himself
writes a shorter scholarly text, where special
attention is paid to accurate terminology, structure,
methodology, scholarly apparatus and suitable
theoretical starting points. Possibilities of
interpreatation of art from the viewpoint of art
history and in connection with other branches,
particularly humanities and social sciences
(philosophy, theology, psychology, literary history
and theory, history, anthropology, sociology,
economy). The principal starting points for the
subject: political iconography, iconology,

It
methodologically proceeds from the archive source,
determines its art historical information, follows the
parallels with other information about art object,
artist, period, patron, etc., which are acquired from
the written documents. It is based on the valuating
of the importance of the archive documents and
their use in the art historical researching.

Through history, Styria was a geographical and
political unity, which was divided by state borders
only after World War I. So Styria had comparatively
unified development also in the field of visual art,
what even the circumstances after 1918 couldn’t
change totally. Lately art historians had researched
the art history of Styria more or less divided into
Slovene and Austrian part, considering state
borders, what restrained valuation of particular
monuments and art phenomena. But nowadays
such limits are to be canceled more and more. Only
in understanding Styria as a unified region and
considering various art streams and influences and
all other historical, political and general cultural
circumstances, Styria presents itself as an important
art region, widely incorporated in European art
production in all periods.

Most of the connoisseurs place the origins of
Modern Art into the second half of the 19™ century;
they call our attention to the Impressionism,
Postimpressionism and also to the photography.
There are quite some art historians who explain the
origins of Modern Art with Neoclassicism from the
end of the 18™ century. Neoclassicism in fact traced
reductionism and enabled the development which
led towards abstraction. The influence of Japanese
woodcuts and other non-European cultures was
important as well; it pointed out to the possibilities
of diverse understanding of visual arts and to the
fact, that the renaissance way of reading images and
the Europo-centralism are not the only choise.

The successful researching of Modern Art and of all
its —isms is closely connected with understanding of
its broader context. Historical circumstances, main
philosophical tendencies, aesthetic theories,
interest for popular and primitive art,
psychoanalyses, quick technological development,
tragedy of the World War | etc. thoroughly signed
