Students
should become aware of the fact that modality is not
merely a matter of the word or phrase (modal verbs),
but also of a wider context, the sentence, the text.
Modality (expressed by modal verbs and tenses,
conditional sentences and intonation) is to a certain
extent culture bound and frequently quite ambiguous.
In the case of English it is also much more elaborate
than in Slovene. Students need to be aware of this if
they are to use the English language skillfully in any
speech situation in any sphere of life.
