Obravnava in Studij zajemata obsezen
in raznolik nabor tem, recimo metafiziko,
kozmologijo, filozofijo narave, vzroénost, moralo,
moralno psihologijo, sre€o, vrline, druzbo, znanje,
svobodno voljo in Stevilne druge.

The course covers the selected issues in ancient and
medieval philosophy for candidates, who want to
deepen their broad humanistic and philosophical
backgrounds. It tackles the most significant
philosophical concepts and themes in the ancient
and medieval world, starting with the pre-Socratic
period and ending with Thomas Aquinas.

The reading and study include a broad and diverse
set of topics, such as metaphysics, cosmology,
philosophy of nature, causality, morality, moraly
psychology, happiness, virtues, society, knowledge,
free will and many others.

Glavni smoter predmeta je v spoznavanju
poglavitnih filozofskih tem predmoderne evropske
filozofije in hkrati v prepoznanju pomena anti¢ne in
srednjeveske filozofske tradicije. Pozornost bo
osredotoCena na obravnavo temeljnih filozofskih
problemov od predsokratikov do Akvinskega skozi
analizo argumentov, predvsem tistih, ki so odigrali
pomembnej$o vlogo v zgodovini filozofije. Studenta
se ob tem navaja na samostojno interpretativno
delo ob anti¢nih temah in analitiéno branje tekstov.

The main objective of this course is to
introduce students into main philosophical
topics of premodern European philosophy
and to facilitate recognition of the
significance of ancient and medieval
philosophy. The course follows the
presentation of the most crucial
philosophical problems from Presocratics to
Aquinas through analyzing the arguments,
paying attention to those playing substantial
role in the history of philosophy. Students
will be accustomed to work autonomously on
interpretation of philosophical issues as well
as analytical reading of texts.

Ethics is difficult to imagine without the assistance of
metaphysics. Even the simplest moral judgments are informed
by particular, often half-understood metaphysical conceptions
and principles. These need to be uncovered, cleared and
defended before moral judgment can claim our allegiance. The
aim of the course is to introduce students into metaphysical
issues and dilemmas that arise from even our most simple moral
judgments, principles and theories, and convince them of the
utmost relevance of metaphysics to moral inquiry.
