of fieldwork in dangerous locations and addresses a
number of core themes that include: food and
famine; violence and evil; terror, fear and suffering;
war and visual culture, media culture and

spiritualism; and conflict, global governance and the

This course examines the social contexts of
experiences and perceptions of ‘health’ and ‘iliness’.
Our focus is on the societal aspects of
understandings of ‘health’ or ‘wellness’ and ‘illness’
or ‘dysfunction’ with specific consideration to how
these understandings are informed by the
intersections of issues of gender, race, class, ability,
sexuality and power/knowledge. While many
sociological approaches to these issues are
reviewed, the analytical approach of the course

is through theories of social construction.

Crucial sociological issues in the social sciences of
phenomena generally termed iliness, sickness,
health, healing, disability, care, and the socio-
cultural, material and historical contexts in which
these phenomena are constructed or emerge,
including the production of biomedical and lay
knowledge.
