Trajnostni razvoj na lokalni ravni zahteva, da
lokalni gospodarski razvoj podpira lokalno zivljenje
ter da se pri tem angazirajo talenti in viri lokalnega
prebivalstva. Trajnostni razvoj nas tudi postavlja
pred izziv, da razdelimo koristi razvoja
enakomerno po lokalni skupnosti in sicer na dolgi
rok tako, da bodo imeli od njega koristi vsi
druzbeni sloji. To je mogoce storiti edino tako, da
prepre€¢imo uni¢evanje okoljskega bogastva in
degradacijo ekosistemov.

Na lokalni ravni potekajo vedno trije razlicni
razvojni procesi: ekonomski razvoj, razvoj
skupnosti in okoljski razvoj. Vsak ima svoje lastne
imperative.

At the local level, sustainable development requires
that local economic development supports
community life and power, using the talents and
resources of local residents. It further challenges us
to distribute the benefits of development equitably,
and to sustain these benefits for all social groups
over the long term. This can only be achieved by
preventing the waste of ecological wealth and the
degradation of ecosystems by economic activities.

There are always three distinct development
processes under-way at the local level: economic
development, community development, and
ecological development. Each of these processes
has its own distinct imperatives.




Razvojni imperativi ekonomskega sistema dajejo
prednost trzni ekspanziji, eksternalizaciji stroSkov
in dobi¢ku zasebnikov na dolgi rok. Imperativi
razvoja skupnosti se kazejo v izpolnjevanju
temeljnih ¢lovekovih potreb, pove€ani ekonomski
in socialni enakosti in opiranju skupnosti na lastne
vire. Imperativi okoljskega razvoja pa sledijo
naravnemu redu. Ljudje lahko podpirajo okoljski
razvoj z omejevanjem porabe naravnih virov in
sicer na tak$ni ravni, ki omogoc€a naravi
samoregeneriranje. Hkrati morajo zmanjsati
koli¢ino odpadkov na raven, ki jo lahko absorbirajo
naravni procesi.

Imperativi teh treh razvojnih procesov si pogosto
nasprotujejo. Eksternalizacija stroskov zaradi
ohranjanja profitnih stopenj nasprotuje
ekolodkemu imperativu ohranjanja naravnih virov.
Globalna ekspanzija trgov ter integracija
nacionalnih gospodarstev s sklepanjem
prostotrgovinskih sporazumov lahko ogrozita
imperative lokalnega razvoja glede opiranja na
lastne vire in pokrivanja temeljnih ¢lovekovih
potreb.

Trajnostni razvoj pomeni, da uskladimo in
uravnotezimo vse tri zgoraj nastete razvojne
procese. Implementacija trajnostne razvojne
strategije vklju€uje pogajanja med zainteresiranimi
skupinami, ki so kakorkoli vpete v tri nastete
razvojne procese. Ko pa je akcijski naért sprejet,
morajo seveda stakeholderji prevzeti tudi
odgovornost za implementacijo.

The development imperatives of the current
economic system favor market expansion,
externalization of costs and sustained private profit.
The current imperatives of community development
are to meet basic human needs, increase economic
and social equity, and create community self-
reliance. The imperatives of ecological development
are established in the natural order. Humans can
support ecological development by limiting the
consumption of natural resources to a rate that
allows nature to regenerate resources and by
reducing the production of wastes to levels that can
be absorbed by natural processes.

The imperatives of these development processes
often contradict one another. Many examples can be
found of such contradictions. For instance, the
externalization of costs in order to maintain rates of
private profit can contradict the ecological imperative
to value and conserve natural resources. The global
expansion of markets and the integration of national
economies through structural adjustment programs
and free-trade agreements can undermine the
community development imperatives of local self-
reliance and meeting basic human needs.

Sustainable development is a process of bringing
these three development processes into balance
with each other. The implementation of a sustainable
development strategy therefore involves negotiation
among the primary interest groups (stakeholders)
involved in these three development processes.
Once an Action Plan for balancing these
development processes is established, these
stakeholders must each take responsibility and
leadership to implement the plan.
