Teaching practice is organised and executed on the
principle of reflective practice and step-by-step
introduction of students to teaching and
pedagogical work in a secondary school. It is
organized as a continuous and non-continuous
teaching practice. Teaching practice comprises:

- observation of teaching (of teacher mentor,
colleagues). When compared with initial
practice, student use more complex
(quantitative and qualitative) methods and
techniques (e.g. discourse analysis), observation
becomes research-oriented. The student does
min. 10 hours of targeted and documented
observation of teaching;

- classroom teaching (in pair with another
student teacher, individually) and other
pedagogical work in classroom and school;
When compared with initial practice, students
are more autonomous, the role of the teacher
mentor is more that of an advisor and
constructive critic.
