- observation of teaching (of teacher mentor,
colleagues). When compared with initial
practice, student use more complex
(quantitative and qualitative) methods and
techniques (e.g. discourse analysis), observation
becomes research oriented. The student does
min. 20 hours of targeted and documented
observation of teaching;

- classroom teaching (in pair with another
student teacher, individually) and other
pedagogical work in classroom and school;
When compared with initial practice, students
are more autonomous, the role of the teacher
mentor is more that of an advisor and
constructive critic. The student teaches (in pair
and independently) min. 8 hours;

- monitoring and (self)evaluating teaching
practice, which includes keeping a reflective
portfolio and doing various practice-related
tasks.
