Posebna pozornost bo posvecena terminologiji
ekoloskega preucevanja knjizevnosti (narava kot
subjekt, razmerje med okoljem, naravo, divjino,
pokrajino, ekosistemom idr.), analogijam med
ekoloskimi procesi in knjizevnostjo kot kulturnim
ekosistemom (Finke) ter opredelitvi ekoloske
funkcije knjizevnosti v smislu kulturnokriticnega
metadiskurza, imaginativnega protidiskurza in
obnovitvenega interdiskurza (Zapf).

Na tej teoretski podlagi bo potekala interpretacija in
analiza reprezentacij in transformacij narave, kakor
se kaZejo v izbranem korpusu slovenske pripovedne
proze skozi razlitne odnose in koncepte

utopi¢ni/antiutopi¢ni roman, potopis), metaforiko
in simboliko.

in naravo/okoljem ter prispevajo k Sirjenju ekoloske
komunikacije v druzbi.

The course is derived from the theoretical stand-
points of eco-criticism (Buell 1995, Glotfelty 1996,
Coupe 2000, Gersdorf/Mayer 2005, Hofer 2007,
Stobbe/Krusse/Ermisch et al 2010.) and cultural
ecology (Finke 2003, Zapf 2002, 2008 et al.), both of
which significantly enriched the literary science with
an ecological paradigm or critical deliberation on the
relationship between man and inhuman nature.
Special attention is given to the terminology in the
ecological study of literature (nature as an entity, the
relationship between the environment, nature,
wildlife, landscape, ecosystem, etc.), analogies
between environmental processes and literature as a
cultural ecosystem (Finke), and the definition of the
environmental function of literature in terms of
cultural-critical meta-discourse, imaginative counter-
discourse and recovery inter-discourse (Zapf).

This theory is the basis of the interpretation and
analysis of the representations and transformations
of nature, as reflected in the selected corpora of
Slovene narrative prose through a variety of relations
and concepts (anthropocentric, eco-centric,
atmospheric, symbolic, etc.), genres (e.g. idyll,
utopian/anti-utopian novel, travelogue), metaphor
and symbolism. In the case of selected male and
female writers special attention will be given to
those concepts of nature, which imply a departure
from the dominant anthropocentrism (e.g. toward
eco-centrism, bio-centrism, vegetarianism and
advocacy of nature), offer a variety of eco-ethical
models, point to the complexity of the relationships
between man and nature/ the environment, and
contribute to the proliferation of eco-
communication in society.

The course provides an overview of different theoretical
and methodological orientations in

Critical Discourse Analysis (CDA). CDA is a form of critical
research concerned with the way in which language and
other semiotic modalities (re)produce and maintain
dominance and inequality in social relations. CDA is not
just a critique of discourse, It uses the (normative) critique
of discourse as a point of entry for (explanatory) critique
of the existing social reality. Critical social analysis is thus
based on the explanatory critique of (dialectical) relations
between discourse and other social elements. CDA as a
form of critical research has necessarily its focus on
ongoing social change, i.e. the dynamics and
transformations of capitalism, including its neo-liberal
form. Taking this into account, the primary focus of CDA
are dialectical relations between discourse and other
social elements of capitalist societies.

The course considers already established approaches to
CDA, i.e. dialectical-relational (Fairclough), socio-cognitive
(van Dijk), discorse-historical (Wodak), and socio-semantic
(van Leeuwen), as well as new methodological and
analytical orientations in interdisciplinary critical discourse
research. Special focus is on multimodal discourses
because of the increasingly important role these play in
social and political contexts.

A variety of discourses articulated linguistically and
visually and operating across a range of social and political
fields of action are considered within the course, including
discourses of inequality, discrimination and othering,
discourses of immigration, discourses of war and
terrorism, global economic discourses and discourses of
the financial crisis, discourses of political protest and civil
disorder, EU discourses, discourses of national identity,
environmental discourses, speciesist discourse, counter-
discourses and human-animal relations ...

Lexical semantics includes the semantic
structure of the lexeme, mono- and
polysemy, and its mechanisms (metaphor,
metonymy, synecdoche) and paradigmatic
cross-lexemic  relationships  (synonymy,
antonymy, hyponymy) and the organization
of lexics in various types of lexical groups.

Lexical motivation opens the word-forming
aspect and recognition of productive and
non-productive formation patterns, strings,
affix dynamics, and hybridization processes
due to the interference effects of contact and
non-contact languages in genre and
functionally different texts.

Lexical syntagmatic is connected to
collocation structures and the relationship
between univerbisation and multiverbisation.
Attention is paid to several types of
structures, especially established ones, such
as: terminological, proper name and
phraseological set phrase in relation to one-
word lexemes.

The phraseological aspect includes various
emphasis:  theoretical approaches in
phraseology; typology of phraseological
units; syntagmatic and paradigmatic of
phraseological units: collocation, variation,
conceptual relations between phrases;
cultural aspects of phraseology; pragmatic
phraseology; the observation of phrases as a
linguistic realization of conceptual metaphors
and the connection between theoretical
approaches in phraseology and
phraseography.

The PhD studies of Slovenian juvenile prose focus on
children’s (up to 9 years of age) and juvenile (for readers
up to 15 years of age) literature but also on cross-over
literature appropriate for young adults (readers in
secondary school). There are three possible approaches:

a) The development of Slovenian children’s literature
from the point of view of literary history: an analysis
of literary works within a certain period.

b) An approach from the point of view of literary
theory, the study of the most common types, forms
and genres of children’s literature.

¢) Thematology in children’s literature: the themes of
death and fear, the theme of psychological and
physical abuse, the theme of addiction, the theme
of growing up, the theme of being attached to
someone, the theme of animalistics, the theme of
play etc.

Features of children’s poetry. Development of children’s
folk poetry. Development of Slovenian children’s poetry
from Fran Levstik until today (Stampe Zmavc, Lainscek,
Moderndorfer etc.).

In-depth presentation of the most visible authors of
modern Slovenian children's poetry published after 1950.

Features of children's folk and authored prose. Short
prose works with emphasis on fairy tale, tale, and short
story. Fairy tale: types of folklore fairy tales, important
classics and examples of classic fairy tales (Levstik, Kette,
Brenk), the transition to modern fairy tales and modern
fairy tale (Peroci, Makarovi¢, Stampe Zmavc, Prap, P.
Suhodolcéan). Tale: popular, from a single author
(Kelemina, Tomazi¢, Muck). Short story (historical
(Sarotar), reminiscing (Partlji¢), tale of experience (Pregl),
detective story (Gluvic), socio-psychological (Moskric)
nonsense story (Prap, Svetina), love story (B. Novak).
Fantasy tale (Pecjak, V. Zupan, Makarovic), realistic stories
(sports: Suhadolcan; detective: Dolinar; scouts: B. Novak;
adventure: Sivec), socio-psychological (Vidmar, Muck).
Juvenile novels: fantasy and science fiction juvenile novels
(D. Zupan, Zorz), realistic juvenile novel (genres): love (B.
Novak), adventure (Dolenc), socio-psychological (Vidmar).

The typology of morphological variations with regard
to various factors that give rise to them, and
examines individual analogical changes in inflectional
patterns in the standard and nonstandard form of
the language.

Archaism, continuity and variability in the forms of
older and contemporary literary, colloquial language
and dialects. Basic phonological and analogue
changes in ending morphemes in the inflectional
parts of speech. Development of formal and
functional changes of non-flectional parts of speech.

Seminar: Selected topics concerning Slovene
morphology, from different theoretical perspectives,
based on historical texts from the 10th to the 19th
century as indicators of use in temporal and spatial
dimensions.

The content of the selected topics changes. It
depends on the research field and on the specific
interest of the students.

Content (Syllabus outline):

Student poglobi svoje znanje o glavnih smereh in
metodah proucevanja knjizevnosti, ki jih lahko
grobo razdelimo na tekstualisticne (v 20. stoletju
ruski formalizem, nova kritika, strukturalizem,
dekonstrukcija) in historisti¢ne (duhovna zgodovina,
novi historizem). Ceprav sta po obdobju
medsebojnega izkljuevanja oba pristopa dosegla
stopnjo, ko se povezujeta (poststrukturalizem), je
bliznjo preteklost literarne vede bolj zaznamoval
obrat k druzbi kot obrat k jeziku. V ospredje so
stopili socialno-politi¢ni vidiki teksta (moc, razred,
zgodovina, rasa, spol ipd.). V okviru seminarja
Studenti spoznavajo tudi novejse
literarnoteoreti¢ne smeri in metode, ki se ne
ukvarjajo samo ali v prvi vrsti z literarnim delom,
ampak tudi z avtorjem in/ali bralcem.

Student broadens his/her knowledge about major
directions and methods of studying literature, which
can be roughly divided to textual (in 20th century
Russian formalism, new critique, structuralism,
deconstruction) and historical (spiritual history, new
historicism). Even though after the period of mutual
exclusion both approaches reached the level on
which they connect (post structuralism), the near
past of literary science is marked more by shift
toward society as toward the language. Social
political aspects of text came forward (power, class,
history, race, gender etc.). Within seminary students
get to know newer literary theoretic directions and
methods which deal not only or primarily with text
but also with author and/or reader.
