Contents (Syllabus outline):

Vsebinsko se predmet Analiza klasi¢nih tekstov loteva
bralne analize klasi¢nih filozofskih besedil od antike do
novega veka. Ob tem obravnava osnovno informacijo o
avtorju, Se posebej glede na obdobje, v katerem je
nastalo besedilo. Prav tako je poudarek na filozofskem
pomenu besedila v okvirju avtorjevega dela. Studente
se navaja, da so pozorni na naslednje sklope: (1)
obravnavo konteksta filozofskega dela v konkretni
zgodovinski situaciji; (2) iskanje osnovnih tez: vsako
besedilo nas Zeli prepricati z doloceno filozofsko
trditvijo ali »resnico«; (3) argumentacijo: metode, ki jih
uporablja nek filozof, se razlikujejo, toda vec¢inoma jih
lahko izrazimo v obliki logi¢cnega argumenta. Filozofi
eksplicitno ali implicitno ponujajo premise, ki jih imajo
za resnicne, nato pa iz njih bolj ali manj pravilno
izpeljujejo sklepe, do katerih se Zelijo dokopati; (4)
iskanje povezav: besedila se med sabo navezujejo v
tradiciji ali pri istem avtorju.

The course on Analysis of classical philosophical texts
covers reading and discussion of the most decisive texts
from the ancient philosophy to the modern times. During
the course a brief background information on the author
will be given, specifically concentrating on the period in
which the text was written. Also the philosophical
significance of the text in the framework of the author’s
philosophical work will be accentuated. Students have to
pay attention to the following issues: (1) considering the
context: philosophical writing arises from a concrete
historical setting; (2) identifying central theses: each
philosophical text is intended to convince us of the truth
of particular propositions; (3) locating arguments:
methods employed to support philosophical theses can
differ widely, but most of them will be expressed one of
the forms of logical argument. The philosopher will
(explicitly or implicitly) offer premises that are clearly
true and then claim that a sound inference from these

premises leads inexorably to the desired conclusion.; (4)
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searching for connections: since these texts occur within
a tradition, they are often directly related to each other.

Predmet raziskuje vlogo medijev v demokrati¢nih
sistemih in predvsem vlogo politicnega v medijih.
Poglavitna tema predmeta je naslednja: Kaksne so
filozofske predpostavke medijskega posredovanja
realnosti? Zakaj morajo mediji biti avtonomni in kaj tvori
njihovo avtonomijo? kdo bi moral in kdo dejansko
nadzira medije? Je to vlada, so to lastniki, drzavljani,
politicne stranke? Obravnava sledi na¢elom politi¢nih
sistemov: kako mediji, civilna druzba in politicne stranke
dosegajo soglasje v demokrati¢cnem sistemu, pa tudi
kako to deluje v realnosti.

V okviru predmeta se obravnava naslednje teme:
vprasanje odnosa med pojmoma svobode tiska in
demokracije; v kaksni meri sme vsaka stran ucinkovati
na medije in kakSne so posledice; vprasanje
demokratizacije in ali so mediji promotorji demokracije
(v manj demokrati¢nih drzavah); kaksen tip novinarstva
je potreben za razvoj demokracije; organizacija in
regulacija javnega RTV servisa, njegova vloga pri
ohranjanju sodobnih demokracij in vpliv politike nanj.

The course explores the role of the media in democratic
systemes, its responsibility and the role of polity in the
media. The main topic of this course is: What are the
philosophical pressupositions of constructing reality
through media? Why the media should be autonomous
and what makes them free?

Who should and who in reality controls the media - is it
government, the owners, the citizens, or political parties?
We will discuss the principles of the political system: how
the media, civil society and political parties are supposed
to interact within a democratic system, then explore
concretely how it works in reality.

We will analyse the following issues: the questionf of the
interrelation between the conception of freedom of press
and democracy; how each player can have influence and
power and what are the consequences; the question of
democratization and whether media are promoter of
democracy (in less democratic countries); or what type of
journalism is needed for the promotion; the organisation
and regulation of public service broadcasting, its role in
maintaining modern democracies and the impact of
politics on it.

Glavni smoter predmeta je v analizi vlog in funkcij, ki jih
igrajo mediji v druzbi in v politi¢nih sistemih. Studente se
navaja na raziskovanje in razumevanje vloge medije pri
oblikovanju demokratic¢nih sistemov in svobode tiska, pa
tudi na analizo politi¢nih in drugih pritiskov na medije in
javno mnenje. Predmet se prav tako osredotoca na
razlicne eti¢ne probleme v medsebojnih odnosih in
procesov, ki te¢ejo med druzbo in mediji.

The main aim of this course is to analyize the roles and
functions media play in the society and in political
systems. Students are accustomed to discover and
understand its role in establishing democratic systems
and freedom of press, as well as to analyze the political
pressures and other influences on media and public
opinion. The course will also focus on different ethical
issues of interrelations between processes in the society
and media.
