Predmet osvetljuje razvoj evropske poezije v
obdobju romantike in simbolizma. Obravnavane
so znacilne zvrsti lirike in narativne poezije v
razliénih nacionalnih kontekstih (npr. nemska
romantika, angleSka romantika, francoski
simbolizem), pri Cemer je posebna pozornost
namenjena stikom med posameznimi avtorji.

Subject develops and
stimulates precise reading of poetic texts, in that
process the interpretation is closely related to
poetic procedures analysis, for example by
image analysis (symbols, metaphors,
comparations, absolute and bold metaphors
etc.), by analysis of rhytm, rhyme, poetic forms
and sorts, lyric subject. Specially emphisized will
be the role of reader's horizon of expectation
when searching answers to the question about
the meaning of contemporary poetic texts.
