First World War means the starting point for the breaking
of the old »ancien regim« and introduction into some new
reality (the fall of Austro-Hungarian Empire after the First
World War, a part of which was also the Slovene territory,
and remodelling of European map). Inside these two time
limits the subject is oriented towards thorough
understanding of political, economic, cultural and also
social forms in the Slovene 19th century within the broader
Austrian territory.
