First World War means the starting point for the breaking of the
old »ancien regim« and introduction into some new reality (the
fall of Austro-Hungarian Empire after the First World War, a part
of which was also the Slovene territory, and remodelling of
European map). Inside these two time limits the subject is
oriented towards thorough understanding of political, economic,
cultural and also social forms in the Slovene 19th century within
the broader Austrian territory.

After the French Revolution the Slovene territory »succumbed«
to Napoleon for few years. It remained that way until the
European reaction won. After that Austria and the Slovene
territory were controlled by prince Metternich until 1848, and
after him by Alexander Bach. In the 1860s parliamentary
democracy was again introduced but only on paper on many
fields. After the restoration of the constitutional era the Slovenes
started organizing themselves and strengthening their national
consciousness, which only intensified towards the First World
War.

Predmet obsega zgodovino osmanskega cesarstva in iz njega
nastalih drzav (Gréija, Bolgarija, Romunija, Albanija), posebne
pozornosti pa je potrebno dati zgodovini Srbov, Hrvatov,
Makedoncev in Crnogorcev, s katerimi nas veZe zadnjih
sedemdeset let skupne zgodovine. Studij poteka v obliki
pregleda ali ciklusov izbranih poglavij iz politi€ne, gospodarske
in druzbene zgodovine tega prostora in teh narodov,
upostevajo€ njihov pomen v evropski zgodovini ali vpliv na
slovensko zgodovino. TeZiS¢e Studija je na temah kot so:
razkroj fevdalizma v Tur€iji, narodnoosvobodilna gibanja,
narodni preporod in nastanek nacionalnih drzav, nara$¢anje
moCi ruskega carstva, Vzhodno vpraSanje, zaletek
kapitalizma, demografski razvoj, spremembe druzbenih
struktur, panslavizem, jugoslovanska ideja, nastanek in razvoj
politiénih strank, balkanske vojne in prva svetovna vojna.

Subject includes history of Ottoman Empire and of the countries
which came into existence out of it (Greece, Bulgaria, Romania,
Albania). Special attention is also given to Serbian, Croatian,
Macedonian and Montenegrian history, because we share with
these countries the last seventy years of common history. Study
will progress in the form of review of some selected chapters
from political, economic and social history, connected with this
region and its nations. Their significance in European history and
impact on the Slovene history will also be taken into
consideration. The main stress of this subject will be on these
themes: the decay of feudalism in Turkey, national liberation
movements, national revival and the formation of national states,
growing power of the Russian Empire, Eastern question,
beginning of capitalism, demographical development, changes in
social structures, Pan-Slavism, Yugoslav idea, formation and
development of political parties, Balkan wars and the First World
War.

Contents (Syllabus outline):

Predmet se ukvarja z evropsko zgodovino 19. stoletja, ki ga
zamejujeta francoska revolucija (1789) in zacetek prve
svetovne vojne. S francosko revolucijo so bili postavljeni temelji
»modernega« mes¢anskega obdobja, ki oznacuje celotno 19.
stoletje, zato jo smemo jemati kot preobrat v mentaliteti
evropske civilizacije. Na drugi strani pomeni prva svetovna
vojna zacetek preloma starega »ancien regima« in uvod v neko
novo stvarnost (po prvi svetovni vojni razpad Avstro-Ogrske
monarhije in preoblikovanje evropskega zemljevida). Znotraj
teh dveh mejnikov je predmet naravnan k temeljitemu
poznavaniju politiénih, gospodarskih, kulturnih in tudi socialnih
tokov evropskega 19. stoletja, zatensi z Napoleonom, ki je
iz8el iz revolucije, dunajskim kongresom (ki utrdi »stari fevdalni
sistem« vse do maréne revolucije leta 1848), revolucijami v 30-
tih letih (npr. Belgija in Poljska), pomladjo narodov leta 1848,
novo nastalimi drzavami (Italija in Nemcija) in dvigom
imperializma proti koncu 19. stoletja ter pred prvo svetovno
vojno, industrijsko revolucijo v prvi polovici stoletja, krepitvijo
delavstva in njegovim neugodnim socialnim polozajem v
druzbi.

Subject is about European history in the 19th century and is
limited on the one side by the French Revolution and on the
other side by the beginning of the First World War. With the
French Revolution the foundations of »modern« citizen period
were layed, which marks the whole 19th century, that's why it
can be taken as a turning point in the mentality of the European
civilization. On the other side denotes the beginning of the First
World War the starting point for the breaking of the old »ancien
regim« and introduction into some new reality (the fall of Austro-
Hungarian Empire after the First World War and the remodelling
of the European map). Inside these two limits subject is oriented
towards thorough understanding of political, economic, cultural
and also social forms in the 19th century in Europe, startng with
Napoleon, who came up from the revolution, Wienna Congress
(which strengthens »old feudal system« until the March
Revolution in 1848), revolutions in the 1830s (for example
Belgium and Poland), the spring of nations in 1848, newly fomed
countries (Italy and Germany) and the rise of imperialism at the
end of the 19th century and before the First World War, industrial
revolution in the first half of the century, strengthening of the
working class and its unpleasant social status.

Contents (Syllabus outline):

Predmet zajema obdobje prve svetovne vojne in &as med
obema vojnama na Slovenskem. Tematsko obravnava
slovensko zgodovino (politi€no, ekonomsko, kulturno in drugo
dogajanje na Slovenskem) ter polozaj Slovencev v
vsakokratnih drzavnih tvorbah oziroma zgodovino drzavnih
tvorb, v okviru katerih so bili Slovenci od zacetka prve svetovne
vojne do napada na Jugoslavijo aprila leta 1941 (Avstro -
Ogrska pred njenim razpadom, Kraljevina SHS/Jugoslavija). V
predmetu je zajeta tudi zgodovina zamejskih in izseljenskih
Slovencev. Se posebej pa predmet analizira Slovenijo znotraj
Kraljevine SHS/Jugoslavije v 20-tih in 30-tih letih. V dvajsetih
leth je na Slovenskem pomembno prizadevanje za
federalistiéno ureditev, medtem ko so 30-ta leta zaznamovana
z diktaturo kralja Aleksandra. Na Slovenskem je bila v ¢asu
Kraljevine Jugoslavije najmocnejSa stranka prepovedana
Slovenska ljudska stranka (pred drugo svetovno vojno ji
naceloval dr. Anton Koro3ec, ki je bil v drugi polovici 30-tih let
tudi minister v Stojadinovievi vladi). Seveda se predmet
posveca tudi Nemcem na Slovenskem po prvi vojni, razvoju
Solstva, demografskemu, gospodarskemu, kulturnemu in
socialnemu polozaju Slovencev.

Subject occupies the period of the First World War and the time
between both wars in the Slovene territory. It deals thematically
with the Slovene history (political, economic, cultural and other
occurences in Slovene territory) and with the Slovenes' situation
in different state formations or the history of the state formations,
in which the Slovenes lived from the beginning of the First World
War until the invasion on Yugoslavia in April 1941 (Austro-
Hungarian Empire until its downfall, Kingdom of Serbs, Croats
and Slovenes/Kingdom of Yugoslavia). Subject also informs
about the history of foreign and emigrational Slovenes. Subject
expecially analyzes Slovenia as a part of the Kingdom of Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes/Kingdom of Yugoslavia in the 1920s and
1930s. In the 1920s there was a strong tendency in the Slovene
territory for the federal regulation, while the 1930s are marked by
the king Alexander's dictatorship. The most predominant
Slovene party during the period of the kingdom of Yugoslavia
was the forbidden Slovene rural party (its leader was before the
Second World War Anton Korosec, who was in the second part
of the 1930s a member of the Stojadinovic's government).

Of course, subject also pays attention to the Germans in the
Slovene territory after the First World War, to the growth of
educational system, to demographical, economic, cultural and
social status of Slovenes.

Predmet zajema obdobje od zadetka prve svetovne vojne leta
1914 do zaletka druge svetovne vojne v Evropi leta 1939.
Tematsko in problemsko obravnava glavne procese v evropski
zgodovini prve polovice 20. st., ki so jih zaznamovali predvsem
nova nacela v mednarodnih odnosih v Evropi z nastankom
Drustva narodov, oktobrska revolucija v Rusiji in njeni vplivi po
Evropi, posledice mirovnih sporazumov in rast totalitarnih
rezimov. Skozi zgodovino posameznih drZav obravnava
splodne in posamiéne znadilnosti s podrogja politiéne,
gospodarske, socialne, kulturne in znanstvene zgodovine, s
poudarkom na spremembah, ki jih je sprozila prva svetovna
vojna. Posebej se posveti problemom razvoja republike v
Nemdiji in v drZavah, ki so nastale po razpadu Avstroogrske
monarhije, kakor tudi spremembam, ki jih je v Evropi povzrogila
gospodarska kriza in rast agresivne politike Sil osi v tridesetih
letih, razvoju Kominterne in Stalinovi politiki v Sovjetski zvezi,
Spanski drzavljanski vojni in ljudski fronti v Evropi SirSe. To je
spremljalo tudi zelo razliéno zgodovinsko dogajanje v
posameznih evropskih drzavah, katerega glavne znacilnosti je
potrebno komparativno in analiticho podati.

Prva svetovna vojna je pomenila veliko cezuro ne samo v
razvoju posameznih drzav, temve¢ tudi v stanju duha,
umetnosti in kulture v Evropi in zaznamovala uvod v fi.

Subject includes period from the First World War in 1914 until
the beginning of the Second World War in Europe in 1939. It
deals thematically and problematically with main processes in
European history in the first half of the 20th century, which were
marked above all by new rules of conduct in international
relations in Europe with the formation of League of Nations, with
October revolution in Russia and its influences across Europe,
the consequences of peace treaties and the growth of totalitarian
regimes. Through the history of individual countries subject
deals with general and individual characteristics from the aspect
of political, economic, social, cultural and scientific history, with
the emphasis on changes, which were triggered by the First
World War.

Subject occupies the period of the Second World War and the
period after the war. Thematically it deals with military and
political history of war in Europe with the emphasis on analysis
of resistance movements, colaboration and connections and
standpoints inside Allied camp and occurences inside Axis
powers' camp. Emphasis is also on the crossing from wartime to
postwar time, on renewed restoration of countries in the territory
of once occupied Europe, on the division of Germany and
denazification and on the peace conference. This is followed by
the presentation and analysis of occurences in the period of
Cold War in Europe, formation of two camps or expansion of the
influence of the Soviet Union in Eastern and in the part of Middle
Europe. Postwar period also deals with the progress of individual
European countries, chief political, economic, cultural and other
processes with the emphasis on economic and security
connection in Western Europe.

Second World War was a closed historical process, which
experiences played a significant role on the postwar regulation
and changed Europe's character, but above all they signified the
reduction of its power in the world, both economic and political.
These facts caused the development of new ideas and
movements, especially in the 1960s, which were a turning point.
Development in Eastern Block was marked by the making of
uniform economic, political and cultural objects, which were
orchestrated by Soviet Union and by some periodical rebellions
against this politics. Postwar European occurences were thus
pervaded with democratic West and comunist East until the late

Cilji predmeta Evropska zgodovina po 1939 so, da Studenti
pridobijo bolj pogloblieno znanje o pomembnih procesih, ki so
se odvijali v Evropi kot celoti in v posameznih drzavah. Najprej
se morajo podrobneje seznaniti s potekomn druge svetovne
vojne in posledicami, ki jih je ta pustila na evropsko dogajanje
po vojni; seznaniti se morajo s koreninami hladne vojne in
konflikti, ki so nastajali znotraj zavezniskega tabora.

Further, they have to be
informed about the roots of Cold War and conflicts, which took
place inside Allied camp. In connection with the postwar Europe
they have to be informed about international European progress,
as well as about chief developmental characteristics of individual
countries, which shaped the common image of Europe. They
have to understand interaction between individual occurences
and above all to become aware of three main historiographical
schools on Cold War and on the basis of historical literature and
printed sources to recognize characteristics of communist
systems on the one hand and new lines of force in Western
Europe on the other (social state, growth of christian
democracy...). At the same time they have to follow the
development of mentality and mind, literature and art as a part of
the whole European history.

They have to know main collections of printed sources and
sources on the internet, they must be able to analyze and
critically value them. On the basis of literature and printed
sources they have to be able to independently analyze individual
historical problem, present that analysis and prepare the text for
publication.

It deals thematically with Slovene
history (political, economic, cultural and other occurences on
Slovene territory) and with the Slovenes' situation in different
state formations or the history of state formations, in which the
Slovenes lived from the beginning of the Second World War
(Yugoslavia before the war, wartime period, postwar communist
Yugoslavia). Subject also contains the history of foreign and
emigrational Slovenes.
