Content comprises vivid dynamic of the Slovene
novel writing from the end of 1970's on. By doing so
it first into account theoretic aspect, and then it
focuses to geneses and typology determinants.
Regarding the corpus’s size lectures and seminary
will be based on selective approach. This means that
they will follow only fundamental texts of the Slovene
novel writing. This way they will encompass main
formal and idea characteristics; among them are
together with poetics which in a part of the Slovene
prose production modify existentialism, modernism
and realism, quite significant: style syncretism, genre
overlapping, narrative shift to first person narrator,
inner focalization, auto thematicity, meta narrativity,
emphasized inter textuality, mythologity, conscious
fragmentalisation, existence exhaustion, truth
relativization, fatality of at the first glance minor
events, fiction itd.
