The course will focus in particular on the study of
why people deviate and how can we explain these
behaviors. Though criminological thinkers and roots
can be traced back to the middle of the 18th century,
the past half century has witnessed an explosion in
thinking and writing about the causes of crime and
deviance. Most importantly, during this time, we have
also witnessed a revolution in how we go about
studying the etiology of crime and deviance, nhamely
by following the scientific method. This method
entails, as a key distinguishing feature, that
hypotheses and propositions are tested through
empirical data. Based on these tests, hypotheses
and propositions are either supported and verified or
not supported and rejected (and thus refined).
Therefore, we will consider the empirical basis for
select criminological theories and evaluate them
accordingly. Students will also learn about
empiricism, about data collection and data
processing, and about hypothesis testing over the
course of the semester. This overview course is not
comprehensive or exhaustive of all criminological
theories as there exist many more theories and
explanatory frameworks than we would have time to
cover. In addition, the course focuses very
specifically on criminology as a social scientific
discipline, one that is primarily interested in the
etiology of crime and deviance, for the sake of
knowing, but also for the sake of being able to
develop effective prevention and intervention efforts.
