Adolescenca je zavojno obdobje, za katerega so
znacilne bistvene fizioloSke, psiholoske, kognitivne in
socialne spremembe v primerjavi z drugimi
razvojnimi stopnjami tekom posameznikovega
zZivljenja.

Adolescence is a developmental period characterized by
perhaps the most dramatic physiological, psychological,
cognitive, and social changes when compared to other
developmental stages across the lifespan. Itis a period of
transitions, a period of individual preparation for adulthood,
a period of family change, and a period of formation and
maintenance of new interpersonal relationships external to
the "nuclear family." A great number of myths surround this
stage of human development; for example, Stanley Hall's
conceptualization of the period as one of "Storm and Stress."
The aim of this course is to examine normative adolescent
development as it occurs for the individual (biological,
cognitive, and social changes) across different developmental
contexts (family, peers, school, workplace, and culture). We
will also examine a number of non-normative adolescent
behaviors and developmental processes such as adolescent
psychopathology and juvenile delinquency in order to better
understand "normal development.” Therefore, we will
borrow from a number of other social science disciplines in
addition to human development and family studies, including
psychology, sociology, and anthropology. The course format
will include lectures, discussions, films, and guest speakers.

The purpose of this course is to critically examine recent
research and conceptual work on adolescents, adolescent
development, with a particular focus on adolescent problem
behaviors (alcohol use, drug use, deviance and crime etc.)
The course is not an overview course per se as a single
semester would not allow adequate treatment of all
relevant areas of scholarship that has bearing on
adolescents and adolescent development. Thus, the course
will not cover all topics relevant to the study of adolescence,
nor will each chapter of the assigned Handbook be assigned
for reading. The course is designed to familiarize you with
key pieces of scholarship on adolescent development,
behaviors, and problem behaviors drawing on different
disciplines, including human development and family
studies, psychology, public health, sociology, and
criminology, all of which have greatly contributed to the
distinct field of research on adolescents over the past few
decades. Research in this area is comparatively recent as
evidenced by the fact that the premier research society on
adolescent development, the Society for Research on
Adolescence (SRA), is only a little over 20 years old.

Predmet je sestavljen iz dveh delov. Prvi je namenjen
teoretskim vpraSanjem slovenske esejistike,
izpostavlja zgodovinski vidik ter slogovna, jezikovna
ter tematska vprasSanja. Drugi del obsega problemsko
obravnavo najpogostejSih vprasanj, ki so zaposlovala
to podrocje ustvarjalnosti. Poseben poudarek je na
knjiZevni esejistiki in njenih aspektih. Gre za
obravnavanje podrodja, ki se v glavnem ukvarja z
razlicnimi vpraSanji knjiZevnosti, estetike in kritike
ter naroda in jezika. V prvem primeru mislimo na
refleksijo knjiZevnih smeri, na razmisljanja o
posameznih delih ter njihovih avtorjih in na razlicno
razumevanje idejnosti umetniskega dela ter z njo
povezane ustvarjalne svobode; v drugem na razli¢ne
vidike kritike in kritiSkega dela ter na problematiko
razli¢nih estetskih konceptov; temi naroda in jezika
pa sta v glavnem vkljuc¢ena v Sirsi kontekst slovenske
narodne zgodovine in jezikovnih vprasanj, ki so
nastajala s tem v zvezi.

Subject consists of two parts. The first one is dedicated
to the theoretic questions of Slovene essayistic, it
outlines the historical aspect and stylistic, linguistic
and thematic questions. The second part comprises
problem treating of the most frequent questions which
were in focus of these field of creativity. Special
emphasis is on literary essayistic and its aspects.
Mainly it deals with different questions of literature,
aesthetic and critique, and nation and language. In first
part we consider literary directions reflection,
contemplating particular works and their authors and
various understanding of the idea of the work of art
and creative freedom; the second part is about
different aspects of critique and critical work and
problems of different aesthetic concepts; themes of
nation and language are mostly included in a broader
context of the Slovene national history and linguistic
questions connected to it.

Subject deals with Slovene literature in time and space
of Austro Hungarian Monarchy. Initially the particular
segments from the Slovene literature in cultural, social
and political context of multi national and multi
cultural state will be discussed. On one hand it required
a national preserving role of the Slovene literature,
under germanisation pressures its explicit inclusion
into national, also Slavic literary and cultural tradition,
an emphasized national and patriotic thematic and
most of the time stereotypical image of foreign,
especially German in Slovene literature. On the other
hand, the Slovene literature of numerous creators
which were educated or lived in Vienna was mostly
influenced by indirect yet lively contact with
contemporary European literary directions.

In PhD studies of Slovenian juvenile prose
three approaches are possible:

a) The development of Slovenian juvenile prose
from the point of view of literary history: an
analysis of literary works within a certain
period.
