The subject, proceeding from selected themes
from the history of art, offers a systematically
theoretical and practical insight into the
research work of an art historian in preparing
different sorts of texts and other forms of
presentation and interpretation of art object.
Special emphasis is given to the methods of
collecting, analysing and valuating art historical
works for a relevant survey over the state of
research of certain themes; comparative
analysis of works of art and preparation of
assessment of individual art historical texts. The
student himself writes a shorter scholarly text,
where special attention is paid to accurate
terminology, structure, methodology, scholarly
apparatus and suitable theoretical starting

Possibilities of interpreatation of art
from the viewpoint of art history and in
connection with other branches, particularly
humanities and social sciences (philosophy,
theology, psychology, literary history and
theory, history, anthropology, sociology,
economy). The principal starting points for the
subject: political iconography, iconology,
hermeneutics and contextual and receptional
analyses. Political, religious, ideological and
cultural-historical situation of each period finds
expression in architecture and visual arts as well
as in their interpretation; questions posed in
this context by a contemporary art historian,
how one can understand and interpret works of
art and their function.

There are quite some art historians who explain the
origins of Modern Art with Neoclassicism from the
end of the 18™ century. Neoclassicism in fact traced
reductionism and enabled the development which
led towards abstraction. The influence of Japanese
woodcuts and other non-European cultures was
important as well; it pointed out to the possibilities
of diverse understanding of visual arts and to the
fact, that the renaissance way of reading images and
the Europo-centralism are not the only choise.

The successful researching of Modern Art and of all
its —isms is closely connected with understanding of
its broader context. Historical circumstances, main

Arhitekt Andrea Palladio (1508-80) je pomembno
vplival na arhitekturno podobo novodobne Evrope
in Amerike. Zdruzil je teoreti¢no in prakti¢no
znanje arhitekture, ki ju je s skoraj arheoloskim
poznavanjem anti¢ne klasi¢ne arhitekture
nadgradil v nov arhitekturni jezik - paladijanizem.
Ustvaril je idealne formule in postavil principe, ki
jih je bilo mogoce uporabiti pri razli¢nih
arhitekturnih tipih, zlasti pri vilah in palacah.
Ceprav je zacel kot preprost obrtnik, je z nadaljnjim
izobraZzevanjem ob pomoci pokroviteljev
napredoval do pisca arhitekturnega traktata /
quattro libri dell’architettura (1570) in postal
vzornik Stevilnim arhitektom, ki so mu sledili.

Architect Andrea Palladio (1508-80) influenced
importantly on the architectural image of
modern Europe and America. He gathered
theoretical and practical knowledge about
architecture and archaeological
connoisseurship, which he supplemented into a
new architectural language Palladianism. He
created ideal formulas and confirmed principles,
which were to be used by various architectural
types, especially villas and palaces. Although he
began as a simple craftsman, he by further
education supported by patrons got along to the
author of the architectural treatise I quattro libri
dell’architettura (1570) and became a model to
many architects who followed him. After his
